Strategic Action Plan Updates (TCA):                           
Organization SAP Update: Dale Miller, Chair
· John McCans submitted a letter of resignation as the Business Development Chairperson. The BDAC reluctantly accepted the resignation and Midge made a motion to recommend to Council that Eric Persun be appointed the new Business Development Chair. The motion was seconded by Dale and passed unanimously.
Business Development SAP Update: Eric Persun, Chair
· Eric Persun has agreed to be a candidate for the vacated Business Development Chairmanship.
Architecture & Design SAP Update: Adam Wright, Chair
· Donn Angus of Klavon Design Associates gave a presentation detailing the proposed streetscape conceptual design for the entire business core and specified the specific scope-of-work for a first construction phase. The full details of both will be included in documents that will be presented to Borough Council.
· While the primary concern of the conceptual plan is sidewalk reconstruction, other items designed to complement the streetscape include intersections, the Washington Ave. Bridge, green space, parking, traffic flow, railroad crossings, landscaping, and ADA ramps.

· The first construction phase would focus on Washington Avenue from Hickman St. to Bower Hill. Future efforts would implement the conceptual design to Station St. and Railroad Ave.

· Given budgetary limitations (currently $420,000) the first phase improvements would include sidewalk replacement, planters, landscaping (trees and shrubs), improved crosswalks, a decorative brick wall on the bridge, and improved lighting to Washington Avenue. There will be no change in traffic patterns.

· The motion was made by Midge, and seconded by Karen, to recommend that Borough Council accept the report as offered by Klavon Design Associates and move forward with the creation of all necessary construction documents for bid. The motion passed unanimously.
Community Life SAP Update: Midge Gibson, Chair
· The Farmer’s Market continues to be a success with a steady attendance and hopes that it will grow in time.
· Jim announced the partnership of the Allegheny Health Department and Allegheny Together in the sponsorship of a walking program for businesses. A member of the TCA staff will visit Bridgeville later in the month encouraging businesses to participate and to provide pedometers and logs for a community competition in September.
