Strategic Action Plan Updates (TCA):

Special Topic(s):

Ohio Rivers Trail Project:  Vincent Troia and Nathan Peluso presented the existing plans for extending the Ohio River Trail from Monaca, through Coraopolis, connecting to the Montour Trail, and thus becoming the trailhead for the entire Great Allegheny Passage. Various options for routing were discussed as well as any inherent problems for each route. 

The most beneficial phase one of this project would be to complete the section that would run from Mile 0 of the Montour trail (in the area of the proposed athletic field complex) west primarily via Pine Alley to Mill St. Important first steps are for the County to secure ownership of the property east of the Neville Island Bridge, generate support of the business community, complete traffic studies for pedestrian crossings, and complete an engineering study for the property under the bridge.
It was generally felt that this phase one portion could be realized fairly quickly. Bill volunteered to inquire about the ownership of a few specific properties along the proposed route and how best to utilize the vacant lot at Pine & Mill for a parklet and possibly the placement of some bike racks.
