Strategic Action Plan Updates (TCA):                           
Organization SAP Update: Vince Tucceri & Sam Jampetro, Co-Chairs
· The Committee chose 4 people to be recognized in upcoming newsletters (Chris Connolly, Pave Right, Caplan, & Victory Media). Bill will write an article of recognition and a feature about the regional soccer field being planned for Coraopolis.
· Vince asked each Committee member to submit a list of three volunteers to him before the next meeting.

· Vince recommended to the Committee, Anthony Jr. to serve as the Coraopolis Borough Council Liaison to BDAC. The recommendation was unanimously approved.

· Methods for expanding the collection of email address were discussed.

Business Development SAP Update: Bill Sweterlitsch, Chair
· Bill announced that the Ohio River Trail organization will be having an information meeting for Borough Officials of several local communities on July 29th at the Crescent Township Municipal Building. 
· Some of the obstacles facing the ‘Trails Project’ include creating a dedicated bicycle lane on affected streets, cost of Borough maintenance, and the demand of CSX for a fence where the trail would parallel railroad tracks.

· Bill reported on his analysis of the TCA Downtown Profile. His overall conclusion was that there is not enough population (and assoc. income, etc.) to support the core business district; however, there was more than enough money and population to support their businesses beyond the 10 minute boundary. The problem then becomes, how do we attract that demographic to Coraopolis?
· Vince requested that TCA inquire about what resources may be available on how to market and ‘brand’ Coraopolis to the outlying communities.

· There is a new business going in to 427 Mill Street, Ryan’s Hot Dog Shop.

Architecture & Design SAP Update: Larry Lennon, Chair
· As a follow-up to last month’s discussion of formulating a long range conceptual plan for Coraopolis, Vince suggested special project money be allocated to hire a land use planner, prior to investigating streetscape improvements. 
· Jim suggested that the PHLF deliverables may be a start for planning initiatives.

· Vince offered a motion, seconded by Bill and unanimously approved, to ask the County, via TCA, if land use planning could be considered a special project.

Community Life SAP Update: Jackie Smith, Chair
· The Allegheny County walking program was explained to the Committee. Bill offered to help Monica Wallace as the contact person. The Committee would like to eventually offer this program to the whole community. With the existence of the walking maps, the pedometers wouldn’t really be needed to expand the program.
· The Committee was informed of the efforts of AJ Ferguson to meet with business owners to discuss and encourage sustainable business practices. Bill Sweterlitsch offered to be the contact person.
