Strategic Action Plan Updates (TCA):                           
Organization SAP Update: Vince Tucceri & Sam Jampetro, Co-Chairs
· Bill is working with members of Council to secure the Borough’s $7,500 AT contribution.
· Vince is speaking with individuals to confirm a candidate for a Borough Council liaison to the BDAC.
· All the Chairs present shared their list of community members who have agreed to assist. All are to send Vince a list for compilation.

· Mark Peluso will be meeting Vince next week to discuss the issue of a using a land-use planner as an AT special project.

Business Development SAP Update: Bill Sweterlitsch, Chair
· The committee discussed the idea of holding periodic breakfast gatherings for the business people to provide updates and maintain a momentum of interest.
· A.J. Ferguson’s sustainable business visits were discussed and Mara announced that the initiative will continue. Sam suggested that the message be specifically tailored to emphasize the short-term practical benefits to the small business owners.

· Jim shared with the committee Tarentum’s draft of a new business welcome packet and suggested it might be a good project for Coraopolis.

· It was requested of TCA that they send Jackie a mailing list of local business owners.

· Sam referenced a previous needs assessment survey done with Robert Morris and the possible idea of updating the survey to better plan a solid linkage between RMU and Coraopolis. Sam will invite a representative from RMU to the next meeting

Architecture & Design SAP Update: Larry Lennon, Chair
· The Soccer Field Project has completed the Phase One/Level One Environmental Study that indicated the site is clean. Although the funding is not yet secure, site preparation is scheduled for 2011 and field construction is planned for 2012. A County representative will be invited to next month’s meeting.
· The Montour Trail Project has received the support of the Borough but Crescent Twp. Is not at all interested at this time. A parallel water trail project is now being proposed as well.

· Sam reported on several free initiatives that have become available:
· Using an aerial photo of the business district, a lot & block overlay will be created along with an associated data base that can serve as a compliment to the TCA data base.

· A National Association of Developers’ Young Leaders Program will do a complete business district analysis as their project.

· The Penn State Landscape & Architecture Department is going to examine the idea of developing Mill Street in to a comprehensive entertainment zone.
· Penn State will also examine the concept of linking, via Mill Street, the business core with a river front park.

· The committee feels all of these projects could serve as a valuable foundation to any future professional design studies, etc.

Community Life SAP Update: Jackie Smith, Chair
· The AT & County Health Department Walking Program was explained and the downloadable walking maps and directory was shared with the committee. Monica from TCA will be in town this week to distribute the pedometers and journals.
