Strategic Action Plan Updates (TCA):                           
Organization SAP Update: Larry Duvall, Chair
· Jim notified the BDAC of a coming change in the TCA report format that will likely start next month.

· The harvest of the Sunflower Garden is scheduled for September 22 or 24 with the involvement of the local day care center and Head Start class. The public response to the garden has been very positive.

Community Life SAP Update: Wendy Smith, Chair
· The Walking Program is under way but some of the materials that were left in the Borough Office didn’t get disseminated.
· There is discussion of continuing community activities during the winter months to maintain the momentum of the successful Thursday night Plum Street activity.

· Margaret gave a report on Plum Street and it reflected a great deal of success. The attendance has been about 120 people nightly across the age spectrum and generating a lot of community enthusiasm. Ancillary benefits include donations, an extension of flower plantings down Second Avenue, and some expressed interest in vacant storefronts.

· A recent fundraiser, a “Patsy Cline Tribute Concert, was a sell out and raised $1,000 for Plum Street. 

· There will be a community Movie Night on Sept. 17th in Duke Park.

· The Halloween Parade will be October 25th and Trick or Treat will be Oct. 31st.
