Strategic Action Plan Updates (TCA):                           
Organization SAP Update: Ray Puskar, Chair
· Mara asked if Stowe could take the lead on an ACED Vegetable Garden Project being offered. Although originally intended for McKees Rocks, the first site chosen was unusable and there were not any volunteers. Ray will see if a suitable site can be found in Stowe and will recruit volunteers if needed.
· A new At-Large BDAC member has been approved, Janet Trapuzzano. A second candidate has been approached and will provide their information next month.

· As a follow-up to the appointment of two new At-Large members is to encourage the BDAC to create working subcommittees.  These would be used to advance the implementation of multiple projects.

· Mara suggested seeking out a local teacher to involve the community’s youth. Ray informed the BDAC that Father Ryan has received some funding to hire a Youth Coordinator in the area and that this could be a source for involving young people in our projects.
Business Development SAP Update: Claudia Wendel, Chair
· An issue that arose was a general clean-up campaign on Broadway. Claudia cited the lack of volunteers and encouraged the people present to join her on the spring clean up day.
· The G-Tech Sunflower Garden Project has been approved, volunteers have signed up, and Claudia is waiting to hear from G-Tech to schedule the planting.

· An especially cluttered storefront owned by Mr. Musgrave was discussed and Marie volunteered to approach the owner to ask that he address that issue as part of the effort to clean up the storefronts on Broadway.

Architecture & Design SAP Update: Bill Hoffman, Chair
· The BDAC has requested that CEC provide a conceptual drawing for the County to enlarge on to poster board for use as a community promotional tool.
· There will be a meeting at the CEC office (333 Baldwin Rd.) at noon on May 19th to present their study to-date before finalizing the specifications prior to putting Phase One out for bid. The targeted date for presentation to the Stowe Commissioners will be the June 8, 2010 meeting.

· The revised signage ordinance has been approved by the Planning Commission with a public hearing scheduled for June 8, just prior to the Commissioner’s Meeting. It is anticipated that the new ordinance will be approved at that meeting.

· Bill expressed some concern whether there was a time limit between Allegheny Restore approvals and the implementation of improvements, specifically relating to Lynn’s Café.  Jim will attempt to find out the status of that project.
