ORGANIZATION, Julie Hilliard, Committee Chair:

· No formal report as Julie was absent.
BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT, Lauren Weleski, Committee Chair: 
· The committee has evaluated the Targeted Business List and has identified the following business as priorities:  Dollar Store, coffee shop, gift shop, small grocery venue, bakery, and dry cleaner/seamstress, as well as businesses with life after 5 PM or Noon on Saturday.
· Vacant church has a potential buyer who has been working with PHLF and the Vacant County Recovery Program to fill out the funding application. Renovation estimates are being sought, the County is going to reassess the property, and the client has $20,000 to finance purchase.
· Dollar General has expressed an interest with Bill Rossey to locate in Tarentum on a W. 7th Ave. location, not in the core area.

· The used book store to be opened in the former Logan Paint location will not be a walk-in retail establishment, but an internet –based business.

· Rabkin Dermopathology Laboratory has opened in the former 2nd Ward School.

COMMUNITY LIFE, Debbie Shiring, Initiative Leader:

· Today, June 1, is the first day for the Farmer’s Market. Circulars were distributed and a mailing to all local businesses.
· A circular was distributed advertising the Tarentum Summer Concert Series.
ARCHITECTURE & DESIGN, Bill Herman, Initiative Leader: 
· A meeting has been set for June 11 for a review of the signage ordinance.
· Jeff Parker has settled his past-due tax account regarding the old bank building and is eligible for façade assistance, and has proceeded with exterior painting & other improvements.
· The Borough Capital Improvement Plan will be completed in July outlining a 10 year plan including Allegheny Together. They have also established a community-wide initiative called the Recat Redevelopment & Revitalization Committee (RRRC) to promote community improvement.
