Strategic Action Plan Updates (TCA):                           
Organization SAP Update: Julie Hilliard, Chair
· Chair was not present for a formal report.
Business Development SAP Update: Dotty Roddey, Chair
· Interest in the DTF website was discussed. The committee is interested in learning the number of businesses that have added their business information to the site as well as the number of hits on the website.
Architecture & Design SAP Update: Bill Herman, Chair
· The RFP for streetscape was briefly discussed. It was expected that by the end of the week of 9/13 it would be ready to go out to bid for design.

· The Corbet Street Project…tenants have signed leases; issue with the Salvation Army was worked out; the church was going through the vacant property recovery program
· Blackburn’s parking lot project was to begin 9/13.
· Bill reported that the Sixth Avenue Promenade Railing Project continues to move forward. Planter boxes were ordered. One hundred planters will be put along the railing and Native Ivy will be planted. There is a built-in irrigation system at the bottom of the railing. The railing is ordered and will be approx. $29K installed. The next step is moving the jersey barriers. Allegheny Ludlum Steel may be interested in taking the barriers and thus would move them for free. 

· Extra money from the above project will be kept on 6th Ave. It will be approximately $40K and may be used for bump-outs; ornamental trees; plantings; and/or both crossings at the railroad which need to be done as well. 
· Committee questioned where things were left with the signage ordinance. Bill Herman was going to review when last discussed. TCA will contact Bill H. to see where this was left to ascertain the next step.

Community Life SAP Update: Debbie Shiring, Chair
· Debbie mentioned a discussion about the possibility of ghost tours that she had had with Mara from TCA. Due to the late date, it is not likely that this will happen this year.
· Antiques in the Park is coming up in December

· Debbie is looking into doing Christmas in the Park again this year

· The Farmer’s Market is going very well.

· A possible tailgate party or “Taste of the Valley” type of party on Corbett St. was discussed.

· The T-BAAC wants the community and business owners to be aware of what is going on with the downtown effort and wants to insure that the T-BAAC name and the Allegheny Together Program name are put out there to make sure that people are aware of the effort.
· The group felt that the sunflower gardens were a huge success and that they looked beautiful. They hope this project can happen again in the future. A harvest and a tailgate party are planned for Sunday, October 19th at 1 PM.

· The mural is progressing well and should be complete before winter. Fifteen $100 checks were received from businesses towards the mural so far. 

· Once the mural and other ongoing projects are completed, a “christening” party will be held.
